How Strong Are You? 

What You Need:  Big blocks, a small ball and several paper 
cups, and a paper airplane. 

What You Do:  Tell the children you want to see how strong 
they are!

*Throwing a paper airplane very far 

What You Say:   
When the children have each tried all the activities, tell them 
that today’s Bible story was about a man named Samson 
who was the strongest man in the world!

You can depend on God’s 
help, too. 
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Samson the Strong Bowling 
 
What You Need:  Six bowling pins and bowling ball. 
 
What You Do: 
Set up the bowling pins and instruct the children to 
take turns knocking down the pins. Each time a child 
knocks down a pin make sure to talk about how God 
makes us strong just as God made Samson strong. 
 
 
What You Say:

What You Need:  copies of a “Paper Doll" on card-
stock, yarn and markers 
 
What You Do:

The idea is that they get to draw Samson on 
the plain outline and then glue on his very long 
hair.
