WORSHIP LEADER: “Yay! My Happy Helpers are here. I’m so glad to see you Happy Helpers! We’ve got a great 
lesson today, but we have to do something before we do the lesson. Who can help me remember what we do now? 
(Pause.) Yes, we get to sing! I had forgotten. Thank you for helping me. You are great helpers. Who can help 
others?” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “I can help others.” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes, you can help others. You help me feel happy every week when you sing with me. Let’s 
sing together!” 
 
Lead children in singing “I’m So Glad He Loves Me” and “Love One Another,” this month’s worship song. 
 
“I am so thankful God made you to help. God made YOU to be a Happy Helper. Isn’t that awesome?! Who can help 
others?” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “I can help others.” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “Exactly.  I can help others. And helping others is one way that we can be kind to those around 
us. We can be kind to our brothers and sisters by helping them pick up their toys. We can be kind to our parents by 
helping them do the dishes. The Bible tells us to ‘Be kind and loving to each other’, Ephesians 4:32.  Do that with me.” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “‘Be kind and loving to each other’, Ephesians 4:32.” (Repeat several times.) 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “This week our lesson is about a woman who built a room for Elisha so that he had 
somewhere to rest when he was in town.  We can help others by doing what we can to help!  Let’s get ready for our 
Bible lesson, I better go grab a seat so I don’t miss a single minute of our Bible story!”
