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WORSHIP LEADER: “Hello, hello, my Happy Helper friends. It’s time to once again sing and dance and shine! Why 
shine? Because God made us to, of course. God made us to do a lot of things, didn’t He? One thing He made us to 
do was help. Who can help others?” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “I can help others.” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes! You can help others. Let’s sing our song about how God made us to help!” 
 
Lead children in singing “Love One Another” and “Great Big God.”  
 
“Wonderful singing, my friends. Tell me. Who can help others?” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “I can help others.” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes indeed, I can help others. Who can help me remember what we do next? (Pause.) We 
sang our songs. What do we do now? (Pause.) Yes! We say our Memory Verse. Are you ready to say it with me? ‘Be 
kind and loving to each other’, Ephesians 4:32.  Let’s do it again.” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “‘Be kind and loving to each other’, Ephesians 4:32.” (Repeat several times.) 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “This week our lesson is about how Aaron and his friends helped Moses by holding up his arms 
to help the army win an important battle. We can help others by helping them do something even when it is hard.  
Let’s get ready for our Bible lesson, I better go grab a seat so I don’t miss a single minute of our Bible story!”

WORSHIP LEADER: “Now, let’s see … God made me to help. Did He make me to hop? Can you show me hopping? 
(Demonstrate.) Great job! Did God make me to do the twist? Can you do the twist? (Demonstrate.) One more. Did 
God make me to shine? (Demonstrate.) Yes, He did! Let’s sing about it! 
 
Lead children in singing “This Little Light of mine.” 
 
“I loved shining with you this morning. I’m so glad God made you to shine and to help. Who can help others?” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER:  “I can help others.”
