WORSHIP LEADER: “Hello, friends! Welcome to Camp Splish Splash! We are going to have so much fun this
summer here at Camp Splish Splash! Are you ready for some fun? (Pause.) Awesome! This summer we are learning
something VERY important. Are you ready to hear what it is? Show me your listening ears. (Pause.) Great! Here
goes. We are learning that God’s way is perfect. So when | say, ‘Whose way is perfect?’ you say, ‘God’s way is
perfect.’ Let's try it. Whose way is perfect?”

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “God’s way is perfect.”

WORSHIP LEADER: “Great job! God’'s way is PERFECT! Whoop. And it is BEST! I've got a song about that. Let's
sing it right know!”

Lead children in singing “Who Knows Best” and “Let It Be Known” (New VBS song).

“What incredible singers you are! Thanks so much for singing with me! Whose way is perfect?”

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “God’s way is perfect.”

WORSHIP LEADER: “That’s right! God’s way is perfect. The Bible tells us exactly that! Let’s learn our Memory
Verse together. Are you ready? Watch me say it and do the motions, and then you can do it with me. ‘God’s way
(point both hands up) is perfect’ (two thumbs up), 2 Samuel 22:31. (Open your hands like a book.) Let’s try that
together.”

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: ““God’s way is perfect’, 2 Samuel 22:31. (Repeat several times.)

WORSHIP LEADER: “In this week’s lesson, God tells Noah to build a big boat and he does it because Noah knew
that God’s way is perfect. Let's get ready for our Bible lesson, | better go grab a seat so | don’t miss a single minute

of our Bible story!”

WORSHIP LEADER: “Great job listening! Now, remind me: Whose way is perfect?”

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “God’s way is perfect.”

WORSHIP LEADER: “We have two more songs to sing about God’s way being perfect. It makes me want to get up
and dance!”

Lead children in singing “Jump Around” (New VBS song) and “All My Heart” (Have children sit during final song and
dismiss children throughout the song.)
