WORSHIP LEADER: “Good morning, Camp Splish Splashers! It’s so good to see you today. Are you 
ready to have more fun at Camp Splish Splash today? (Pause.) Great! Now, what do you think we’re 
going to do first? (Pause) You’re right! We’re going to sing and dance. I can’t wait! But first, remind me. 
Whose way is perfect?” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “God’s way is perfect.” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes, it is! Let’s sing about that!” 
 
Lead children in singing “Let It Be Known” and “Jump Around” (New VBS songs) 
 
“Yay! What incredible singers you are. Whose way is perfect?” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “God’s way is perfect.” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “That’s right! God’s way is perfect. Are you ready to say this month’s verse with 
me? (Pause.) Let’s do it! ‘God’s way is perfect’, 2 Samuel 22:31.  Let’s do it again.” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “‘God’s way is perfect’, 2 Samuel 22:31.” (Repeat several times.)  
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “In this week’s lesson, God promises to never cover the world with water again and 
gives us a rainbow! God ALWAYS keeps His promises, because God’s way is perfect!  Let’s get ready for 
our Bible lesson, I better go grab a seat so I don’t miss a single minute of our Bible story!”
