LG OVERVIEW 

	

 
LEADER: “Yay! I’m so glad to see my Super Kid friends today! It’s so much fun to sing with you. We’ve got a 
great story today, but we have to do something before we do the story. Who can help me remember what we 
do now? (Pause.) Yes, we get to sing! I had forgotten. Oh, I forgot something else. How can you be brave?” 
 
CHILDREN and LEADER: “God can help me be brave.” 
 
LEADER: “Yes, He can! I love that we get to sing about that.” 
 
Lead children in singing “Super Wonderful” and “My God is Number One” this month’s worship songs. 
 
“Great singing, my friends. I love learning that God can help me be brave. How can you be brave?” 
 
CHILDREN and LEADER: “God can help me be brave.” 
 
LEADER: “Exactly. God can help me be brave. The Bible tells us that, doesn’t it? The Bible says we can be 
strong and courageous because God is always with us. Let’s review our memory verse. ‘Be strong and 
courageous.  Do not be afraid … for the Lord your God goes with you’, Deuteronomy 31:6.  Do that with me.” 
 
CHILDREN and LEADER: “‘Be strong and courageous. Do not be afraid … for the Lord your God goes with 
you’, Deuteronomy 31:6.” (Repeat several times.) 
 
LEADER: “You are all AMAZING at that verse! Have you shown your parents yet? How about your brother 
and sister? Make sure you show them today! You guys are going to love today’s story. It’s about a king! Who 
can tell me what kings do? (Pause.) Yes! Kings are in charge, and they have to make sure all their people are 
safe. Today’s story (Open Bible) is about a brave king named King Hezekiah. Isn’t that a funny name?! 
(Pause.) Hez-e-ki-ah. Can you say it with me? Let’s try it. Ready? Hezekiah. Excellent job!  Are you ready to 
hear about King Hezekiah? (Pause)  Great!  I better go grab a seat so I don’t miss a single minute of our Bible 
story!”
