Theme: Zapped – Plugging into God’s power helps me see and do what I should.  
Bible Story: Peter’s Restoration (Mark 14:66-72, Luke 22:54-62)  
Bottom Line: When things get hard, don’t forget what you know.  
Memory Verse: God’s power has given us everything we need to lead a godly life. (2 Peter 
1:3a NIrV) 
 
When ready for Large Group to start….

SFX: Greeter Theme  
 
HOST: “Welcome to our summer series called ZAPPED!  We have been following the life of 
Peter to see what it means to be ZAPPED by God’s power.  Peter had some amazing things 
happen in his life because he was plugged into God’s power.  In case you have missed any of 
the last 3 weeks, here’s what we have learned about Peter so far…. 
 

1.  The first week we learned that Peter dropped everything he was doing to follow Jesus 
when he asked to. 

2.  In week 2, we found out that Peter learned to depend on God when he walked out on the 
water during a storm 

3.  And, finally last week Jesus asked Peter who people say he is?  Peter told Jesus that 
Jesus was the messiah and the son of the living God.   

 
Before we see what we have to learn about the life of Peter today, let’s play our ZAPPED game!

What You Do: 

o Divide the group in half.   
o Pick one person from each group to go up front 
o Show the clue on the screen 
o Have the whole group act out the word to see if the kids in the from can guess what it is 
o Give the team that guesses first a point. 

 
RULES: 

• The guessers CANNOT turn around and look at the screen 
• The people acting out the word, cannot give verbal clues 
• They CAN use any props in the room

SFX: Play Wrap up theme music under the Host’s monologue as he speaks to the audience.  

 
It’s hard to believe that Peter denied that he knew Jesus. But what’s even more incredible is the 
forgiveness that Jesus showed him. If Peter had just remembered all the amazing things that he 
knew about Jesus when he was afraid, he probably wouldn’t have denied knowing Him. You’ll 
have times in your life when things are hard—but remembering all the things about Jesus that 
we’ve learned so far will help you know that He’s always there for you. So, when things get 
hard, don’t forget what you know.
