WORSHIP LEADER: “Good morning everyone!!! It's so good to see you. Last week we learned about the very first
church. The very first church was just a group of people who loved God and loved people. Every time they met, they ate
together. They also prayed together. They learned about God together. And they shared what they had together. And
you know what? (Pause.) Every time they helped each other, their hearts became happier and happier. This is how God
wants the church to be! He wants us to love Him and to love each other, just like the first church did! That, reminds me.
Who can you love? | can love God and people!”

WORSHIP LEADER: “We’ve got another great story today about loving God and people but first let's stand up and sing
about it.”

Lead children in singing “We’'re All Singing” and “Love One Another”.
WORSHIP LEADER: “Great singing my friends. Remember, | can love God and people! Who can you love?”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “I can love God and people!”

WORSHIP LEADER: “That’s right! | can love God and people! Remember, our memory verse this month tells us just
that. Are you ready? (Pause.) Let’s do it! ‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart. ... Love your neighbor as yourself’,
Matthew 22:37-39. Let’s do it again. (Repeat several times.)”

WORSHIP LEADER: “You are all AMAZING at that verse! Have you shown your parents yet? How about your brother
and sister? Make sure you show them today!”

WORSHIP LEADER: Today’s true Bible story begins with a hurt man. The hurt man was not able to walk and because
he couldn’t walk he had to ask others for help and money. Jesus’ friend’s Peter and John didn’t have money to give, but
they showed love just by giving what they had. It is an excellent story! | don’t know about you but | can’t wait to see
what happens. | better go grab a seat so | don’t miss a single minute of our Bible story!”
