WORSHIP LEADER: “Hello friends! We had so much fun learning about how we could have DARING FAITH last
month!

This month, we’re going to learn about something very important
that Jesus taught us while He was here. He taught us to love God and people. When | say, ‘Who can you love?’

WORSHIP LEADER: “Great job! You guys are awesomel! Let’s sing!”

Lead children in singing “I Like To” and “Love One Another”.
