LG OVERVIEW 

	

WORSHIP LEADER: “Hello friends! I’m so glad you are here to sing and learn with me. This month we’re 
learning about amazing things that only Jesus can do. (Pause.) When I say, ‘Who can do that?’ you say, 
‘Only Jesus can do that!’ Let’s try it. Who can do that?” 
 

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “Only Jesus can do that!” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “Great job! You guys are awesome!  I’ve got two songs for us to sing right now. Let’s 
sing!” 
 
Lead children in singing “I Like To” and “Jesus Can Do Anything” (HAVE CHILDREN SIT FOR 2ND SONG). 
 
WORSHIP LEADER:  “What incredible singers you are! This is going to be an AWESOME month! 
Remember, we’re going to learn awesome things that only Jesus can do. Who can do that?” 
 

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “Only Jesus can do that!” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “That’s right! Only Jesus can do that! And, Jesus could do these amazing things 
we’re going to learn about because Jesus is God’s Son. Let’s learn our new memory verse. Watch me say it 
and do the motions, and then you can do it with me. ‘With God all things are possible’, Matthew 19:26.”  Let’s 
try that together, stand up everyone and try it with me.  (Repeat several times.)”	
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “Great job, everyone! Jesus can do anything because God is with Him!” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER:  “Today’s true Bible lesson begins with Jesus teaching a large crowd of people—like A 
LOT of people! There were 5,000 people!  ‘Wow That’s a lotta people!’ (say in funny Italian accent).  
 
So Jesus was teaching all these people about how much God loves them and how Jesus wants to be their 
friend forever, and He taught for hours and hours until it was almost dinnertime.  Well, remember how there 
were a lot of people? (Pause.) Well, that means there were a lot of tummies to feed. The people were getting 
hungry—5,000 rumbling tummies. How do you feed 5,000 rumbling tummies?!  I am not sure but I bet we can 
find out in our video lesson.  Let’s watch it right now and find out.  I better go grab a seat so I don’t miss a 
single minute of our story!”
