 Look At Me

“Hey Kids! Welcome! Who is ready to worship? Great! Our first song is Brighter!  Great job! Jesus is always with us. We can turn to Him to help us when we need to forgive each other. Our next song is our theme song this month. It’s Look At Me.  Awesome everyone!! Let’s pray. Dear God, thank You so much for forgiving me whenever I make the wrong choice.  Help me to forgive others too. It’s in Your Son’s name, Jesus we pray. AMEN”

LARGE GROUP
Hey Parkview kids how are you doing today? (Pause and place hand to your ear to listen). Good, my name is [Host’s name], I am glad you have decided to hang out with us in the City today. Before we get to today’s video, we are going to play a game I like to call “All Together”. Here’s how you play. 

All together- The point of this game is for the kids to get mixed up. You will ask them to find a group of people who have this in common. For example, ask the kids to form groups of five kids who have the same color shirt. Here are a few other suggestions: kids with the same color hair, eyes, favorite color, same school. Give them 10 seconds or less to get to make that group. If they don’t get to the group fast enough or have the wrong number of kids, they are out for the round. Go a few rounds before asking all the kids to form back together with their original groups.  
“Today, we are in our second week of our series Fix It Up. When I hear Fix It Up, I instantly think of Legos. Any of you love Legos? (Pause) Awesome, I love Legos. Yes, adults can like Legos, too. On the count of three I want everyone to tell me what is the coolest thing you have ever seen built out of Legos. Ready, 1,2,3. (Pause) That’s awesome; here is a picture of some cool things made out of Legos. 

CG: Lego Slide 

“Man, those are awesome. What makes Legos the best is how they stay together. The groves in the plastic allows them to be stacked without having to worry about them breaking. Even when you drop them on the ground, they will be more likely to stay together. They’re not like jenga blocks, which fall apart super easily (push jenga blocks over).”

“Our relationships with our family and friends are kind like Legos. Yeah, you can either build up your friendship with someone or you can break it back down. When you hang out with your friends or get them a really awesome birthday present, you are building your friendship up. However, when you hurt them. You are breaking your friendship down. However, we have the secret weapon to keep our relationships from falling completely apart. It’s called forgiveness.”

CG: Forgiveness Slide
“Forgiveness is deciding that someone who has wronged you doesn’t have to pay.’ Can you say that with me? (Repeat Slide).”
“When we forgive someone else, we are re-building the bridge so it doesn’t fall apart completely. Otherwise, over time, brick by brick, the bridge of your friendship starts to fall apart.”

“However, there is one bridge you might not even realize is broken, that is our bridge to God. You see without this bridge, we can never get into heaven.”

“Some of you might be thinking “come on [Host’s name] I can get into heaven. I am a good person and I haven’t done that much wrong. Are you really telling me I won’t get in?’ Well, yeah, but it’s not because you aren’t a good person. We all are not good ENOUGH. The Bible tells us that only a perfect person can get into heaven. So let’s take the perfect person test.” 

“First question, how many of you have ever taken something that wasn’t yours? (pause) How many of you have ever hit someone before? (pause) How many of you have ever talked back to a teacher or parent? (pause) How many of you have ever said a bad word by accident?(pause) How many of you  have ever gotten jealous of something that someone else has? (pause) Lastly, how many of you have ever lied before? (pause). So that should be everyone. 

“You see, we all have done something wrong and have sinned. Which means that we can’t get into heaven, well, at least by ourselves. You see our bridge to God was destroyed when we messed up just one time and it all fell apart. So, how can our bridge to God be repaired? That’s what today’s story will tell us.”
Setting up the story

“If you haven’t been here the last few weeks let me fill you in on what has been happening. Jesus and his disciples have traveled all over a place called Galilee. Jesus did a lot of miracles by healing people, but he also told a lot of parables. A parable was a made up story that tells us what God wants us to do. We are going to look at one of Jesus’ most famous parables, so if you can face towards the screen and check out today’s video.”

CG: 252 Basics Story Week 2
wrapping up THE STORY

“I love that story. The son thought he was so cool and that he had everything together. When he messed up, he messed up big time. No wonder he thought his dad would be angry with him, he had wasted all that money! However, that’s not what happened. Instead the father ran to his son because he was so excited to see him. Not only that, but he threw him a giant party and gave him a new outfit to wear.”

“If you didn’t catch it,  the father represents God and the son represents us. We didn’t spend all of God’s money throwing a party, but we didn’t listen to God and obey him. Just like how the younger son didn’t obey his father. Rather than making us pay for it, God instead forgives us. This forgiveness is for everyone. In fact, that’s this month’s Memory Verse.”

CG: Memory Verse
“Bear with each other and forgive one another if any of you has a grievance against someone. Forgive as the Lord forgave you.” Colossians 3:13, NIV.

“See, God really does forgive you and all we have to do is ask. To do that, we need to remember the ABC’s of faith. Remember, we are to A-admit that we have done wrong and that we are sorry. “B” believe that we have failed and we need a Forgiver. Lastly, “C” is to choose to follow Jesus rather than us. This is something that anyone can do. That’s our bottom line today.” 

CG: Bottom Line Slide
[Bottom Line] “Everyone needs to be forgiven, even me. Can you say that with me? (repeat slide).”
“So the next time you mess up, just remember, God forgives me, and ask him for forgiveness by praying to him. When you accidently say a bad word, get grounded for doing something wrong, or get angry at your little stepsister. Remember to say to yourself, ‘God forgives me’. Let’s pray.”

Pray
“God, first of all thank You SO much for being willing to forgive us like the father in Jesus’ story. We want to say out loud that we know we need Your forgiveness. Just like the younger brother in our story, we all have messed up. And when we ask You to forgive us, You always do. Thank You. We love You, and we ask these things in Jesus’ name, amen!” 
Dismiss children to their small groups. 
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
