WORSHIP LEADER: “Good morning, friends! I'm so excited to see you this morning. It’s a whole new
month, and we are going to talk all month long about how Kids Rock! That means you rock. (Point to
kids.) And you and you and you all rock! All month long we are going to be learning to say: | can do what
God wants me to do. So, when | ask you this very important question, ‘Who can do what God wants
you to do?’ you say, ‘l can do it!’ Let’s try it. Who can do what God wants you to do?”

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “I can do it!”
WORSHIP LEADER: “Great job! You guys are awesome! Let’s sing some songs together!”
Lead children in singing “Great Big God” and “God does Great Things”.

WORSHIP LEADER: “What incredible singers you are! This is going to be a fantastic month! Who can
do what God wants you to do? | can do it!”

BIBLE VERSE: “That’s right! | can do what God wants me to do. Our memory verse tells us just that.
God made us to do good works, Ephesians 2:10. Let’s try that together.” (Repeat several times.)

STORYTELLER: (Enter carrying a Bible.) “Hello, everyone! I’'m so glad to see you today, because | have
an awesome story to share with you from the Bible. (Hold up Bible.) And as you know, when you read it in
the Bible, it is TRUE! Now, most of the time when we hear stories about Jesus, He’s a grownup, right?
And He’s telling people about God and doing amazing things? And in today’s lesson, He’s doing the same
thing! Jesus is telling others about God and doing amazing things, but He isn’t a grownup—He’s a kid,
just a little older than you! Let’s watch our video lesson and see right now. | better go grab a seat so |
don’t miss a minute of our Bible lesson!”

STORYTELLER: “Wow! Even though Jesus was a kid himself, He was teaching others about God,
because that’'s what God wanted Him to do. And you know what? Even though you’re a kid, you can tell
people about God too! God actually MADE you to do good things like that. He wants you to tell others
about Him. And you can do it because you’re a kid. And kids ROCK! Say that with me!”

CHILDREN and STORYTELLER: “Kids ROCKY!”

WORSHIP LEADER: “You DO rock, and you know what else? You can do what God wants you to do.
Jesus chose to tell others about God that day and you can too! Let’s sing about that!”

Lead children in singing “Go.”
WORSHIP LEADER: “Great job! Tell me: Who can do what God wants you to do?”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “l can do it!”

WORSHIP LEADER: “That’s the truth friends - And don’t you forget it! See you next week!”
