LG OVERVIEW  
 

WORSHIP LEADER: “Hello, hello, friends. I can’t wait to sing with you. But first tell me: Who can do 
what God wants you to do?” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “I can do it!” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes! I can do what God wants me to do. You got it! Let’s sing!” 
 
Lead children in singing “God does Great Things” and “God is Big and He Loves Me” 
 
“Wonderful singing, my friends. Tell me: Who can do what God wants you to do?” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “I can do it!” 
 
BIBLE VERSE: “Yes indeed, I can do what God wants me to do.  Who can help me remember what we 
do next?  We sang our songs. What do we do now? (Pause.) Yes! We say our memory verse. Are you 
ready to say it with me? God made us to do good works, Ephesians 2:10.  Let’s do it again.”  
 
STORYTELLER: “Hello, everyone! Today I have an amazing TRUE story to tell you from the Bible. 
Today’s story is about a kid named Josiah who was eight years old.  Now, what do most boys do when 
they’re eight? They go to school. And they play things like soccer and video games.  But not Josiah. 
Josiah had a big job even though he was a little kid.  Do you know what Josiah’s job was?  Let’s watch 
our video lesson and find out.  I better go grab a seat so I don’t miss a minute of our Bible lesson!”

STORYTELLER: “Wow!  Even though he was a kid, Josiah did good things for the people. Remember, 
he tore down all the bad statues and rebuilt the giant temple where people went to honor God. And he 
read the Bible, God’s Word, and promised to do everything God wanted him to do. And it all started when 
he was a kid. Josiah was just eight when he became king—a GOOD king. So, if Josiah could follow God 
and do what God wanted him to do, do you think you can too? (Pause.)  YES! You can, because why? 
Because Kids ROCK! Say that with me!” 
 
CHILDREN and STORYTELLER: “Kids ROCK!” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “You DO rock, and you know what else? You can do what God wants you to do.  
Let’s sing!  Let’s Rock!” 
 
Lead children in singing “Hosanna Rock”. 
 
WORSHIP LEADER: “Great job!  Tell me: Who can do what God wants you to do?  I can do it!”
