DAY 1

READ EPHESIANS 6:18

2-3 options from the list below and try praying that way today.

Prayer walking (walk around your house or outside and pray as you walk)

Pray for your classmates and teachers

Write your prayers

Sing a worship song to God

Pray with a friend or family member

ASK God to show you the best way for YOU to pray.

READ PHILIPPIANS 4:6
One of the best things about God is that you can talk to Him about anything. Good day? He wants to know!

You don’t even have to stop what 
you’re doing. You don’t have to close your eyes. You can be sitting at the lunchroom table at school, with 
friends all around you, and you can be talking to God!

Get a sheet of paper and cut a strip off. Write the letters NSP (Never Stop Praying) on it and decorate it 
however you’d like. Then glue or tape the ends together to make a bracelet. Just like the circle shape of 
the bracelet appears to have no end, neither do your prayers!

KNOW that God is always listening when you talk to Him.
