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LG OVERVIEW 
 

WORSHIP LEADER/HOST: “Yay! I’m so glad to see you today! It’s so much fun to sing with you. This 
month is so fun. I love all the stories and all the love—so much love. Who does Jesus love?” 
 

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “Jesus loves everyone.” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER/HOST: “Yes, He does! Let’s sing!” 
 
(Lead children in singing “Praise the Lord Everyday” and “God is Big and He Loves Me”) 
 
WORSHIP LEADER/HOST: “Great singing, my friends. Remember, Jesus loves everyone. Who 
does Jesus love?” 
 
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “Jesus loves everyone.” 
 
BIBLE VERSE: “Exactly. Jesus loves everyone. It’s time to practice our memory verse. Are you 
ready? Love each other as I have loved you, John 15:12. Do that with me. (Repeat several times.)  
You are all AMAZING at that verse! Have you shown your parents yet? How about your brother and 
sister? How about all your good friends? Make sure you show them today!” 
 
STORYTELLER: “Oh, good! You’re here. This is awesome. I’m really glad to see you, because today 
I want to tell you another TRUE story from the Bible. Remember, if we read it in the Bible, then we 
can know for sure that it really happened. Today I want to tell you about a woman who didn’t have any 
friends. She’d made some bad choices and a lot of people were mad at her.  That would be so sad! 
Well, the woman WAS sad.  Some people took this woman to Jesus.  Do you think Jesus would want 
to talk to her after everything she did?  Let’s watch our video lesson and find out.”

STORYTELLER: “Jesus looked at the woman and said, ‘I will be your friend and help you make 
better choices from now on!’  Isn’t Jesus amazing? He LOVES us so much, even when we make bad 
choices. Jesus loved the woman even when on one else did. Jesus loves everyone no matter what! 
Who does Jesus love?  Jesus loves everyone!”  
 
PRAYER: “That’s right, friends. Jesus loves everyone. He loved the woman who had messed up. 
He loved the people in the crowd who were mad. And He loves me and He loves you no matter what!  
Jesus loves everyone. Let’s pray.” 
 
WORSHIP LEADER/HOST: “Let’s sing another song about how Jesus loves us and wants us to love 
one another!!!!” 
 
(Lead children in singing “Love One Another.”) 
 
“Way to go, friends. Great singing. Now remind me: Who does Jesus love?”
