HOST:

WORSHIP LEADER:

Yes! It says so right here in the Bible (hold up bible). Jesus gives us the power to
do everything. And our new memory verse says the same thing! Do you remember
it? | will say it a little bit at a time for you to repeat after me.

Can you
show me your best, biggest smiles? WOW! You look great. But what does this
have to do with Jesus? We better see what Ollie has to say and find out!

STORYTELLER:

“Wow! Friends, if you were in jail how do you think you would feel? | think | would
feel very sad.
