“CRAFT” ACTIVITY  

 Lay butcher paper out on table.  Use a marker to draw a 
rectangle for the boat.  Pass out on blue crayon to each child. 

o “Friends, today we heard a true Bible story about Jesus walking on 
water.  I see the boat here, but we don’t have any water!  Will you help 
me color the water?! 
 

 Pass out one Little People figurine to each child. 
o Let’s retell our story!  Put your person in the boat!  Jesus’ friends were 

out on a boat, but a big storm came. Tap your fingers on the table to 
make the storm!  Oh no!   

o But then Jesus came walking on the water!  Who wants to be Jesus?  
Now walk your little person over to the boat.  Wow!  Jesus walked on 
water!  That’s amazing!  Jesus can do anything!!!

ACTIVITY #1 OCEAN BOTTLE 
 

 Gather children around you in the center of the room. 
o “Today in our true Bible story Jesus’ friends were out on a boat.  Let’s 

all sit down like we are sitting on a boat.  They were traveling across a 
lake.  But then a wind came.  Can you blow and make a windy noise?  
Good job!  Now let’s pat our legs to make the sound of big waves. Pat 
pat pat!!!  Listen to all that noise!  I bet they were scared!  Can you 
make your best scared face?  WOW!  So scary! 
 

 Pick up the ocean bottle. 
o “Look at this!  This might be what the ocean looked like.” 

 

 Take your time turning the bottle over and over.  The kids will 
be fascinated by this.  They can take turns touching it and 
turning it.  Do this as long as they are interested. 
 

 Bring it Back to Jesus. 
o “Jesus walked on the water through the wind and the waves.  Jesus did 

the impossible.  Isn’t he amazing???  
o Who can do anything?  Jesus!
