What You DO and SAY: 

 Have children take a seat and give them a pump of HAND 

SANITIZER.   
o “In our story today, we heard about a woman who came to a dinner 

where Jesus was. She had made a lot of bad decisions. She sat at 
Jesus’ feet and cried because He forgave her for all the things she had 
done wrong. She was so thankful that Jesus loved her that she wanted 
to do something special for Him. So she washed Jesus’ feet.” 
 

 Pass out the coloring page to each child.  Pass out crayons. 
o “Let’s color the picture of Jesus and the woman.  But do you see the 

spot where the perfume poured out?  Let’s leave that blank because I 
have something special for you. 
 

 Set bowls of “paint” on the table and give each child a Q-tip. 
o “The woman washed His feet with her tears and dried them with her 

hair. Then she poured perfume on His feet. Perfume is a liquid with a 
sweet smell. Use the paint to fill in the dotted area. (Pause.) Can you 
smell the paint through your mask? (Pause.) Doesn’t it smell nice? 
(Pause.) Jesus knew everything the woman had done, and He could 
see how sorry she was and how much she loved Him. Jesus told her 
she was forgiven and to go in peace.”  

 

 Complete craft and Bring it Back to Jesus 
o “There is absolutely nothing that you could ever do to make Jesus stop 

loving you. Jesus loves you, no matter what, and He wants to be your 
friend forever.  

o Who loves you? Jesus loves me.”

ACTIVITY #1 

Emoji Run 

What You DO and SAY: 

 Have children join you in the center of the room. 
o “Friends!  Do you see what I see?  We have faces on the floor. (Point.) 

I see a happy face, a sad face, and angry face, and a scared face.  
o When I say a feeling like HAPPY, I want you to run to the happy face. 

Then we will all make the biggest, happiest face we can.  Are you 
ready?  
 

 Call out the first emoji. 
o ‘HAPPY! 
o Hi happy friends!  Can I see your biggest, happiest face?  Great job!  
o Jesus loves you when you are happy!  Jesus loves you no matter what!  

Who loves you?  Jesus loves me! 
o Let’s do another feeling!”  

 

 Repeat activity until you have done each feeling.  If kids are 
really enjoying the activity you can repeat each emotion using 
one of the following variations: 

o Show them which emotion to run to using only your own face. 
o Have a child call out the emotions.   
o Instead of running to each emoji, have children skip, hop, crab walk, 

bear walk, etc. 
o Have just the boys run to an emoji, then have just the girls run to an 

emoji. 
o Create your own variation 

 

 Repeat as long as children are interested then Bring it Back to 
Jesus. 
o “The bible tells us that Jesus loves us, all the time—even if we are 

happy, sad, angry, or scared! He is always there! Who loves you? 
Jesus loves me!” 

o Who loves you?  Jesus loves me!

REVIEW 

 Review the following with the kids.  Go over them as a group and/or ask

o Key Question and Bottom Line:     Who loves you?  Jesus loves me!! 
Memory Verse: “A friend loves at all times.” Proverbs 17:17 

 

REFLECT 

• Reflect on the lesson and ask each child to answer the question. Write 
their name and answers on the butcher paper or the board. 

o “Since Jesus wants to help you and me, I think we should make a list of 
things we need help with. Then when we pray, we can use the list to 
ask Jesus to help us, just like the Centurion asked Jesus for help. 
When I say your name, tell me one thing you need help with, and I will 
write it down.” 

 

PRAY 
 

“Dear God, thank You for sending Jesus to help us. Thank You that Jesus is 
always with us, listening, and ready to help. Please help [child’s name] with [what 
they listed]. Please help [child’s name] with [what they listed]. Please help . . . 
(continue with each child). We believe Jesus can help us. We love You, God. In 
Jesus’ name, amen.”

REFLECT

when we’re happy, sad, angry, and even when we make wrong choices. 
Anytime we make a wrong choice, we can talk to Jesus about it and tell Him 
we’re sorry. 

o “Today, we’ll make a list of wrong choices we’ve made. Everyone has made 
a wrong choice before, even me. I’ll go first and write that I am sorry for . . . 
(share a preschool appropriate wrong choice as you write it down). Now 
when I say your name, you to tell me a wrong choice you’ve made, and I will 
write it down.’ 

PRAY 
“Dear God, thank You for sending Jesus to love us, no matter what. Thank You that 
He is the kind of friend who forgives us every time and will never, ever stop loving 
us. Every person in the world has made wrong choices, and we all need Jesus to 
forgive us. Today, we want to say we are sorry for (read the list the children made). 
I pray (name each child) will always talk to You about their choices and trust that 
Jesus loves them, no matter what. We love You, God. In Jesus’ name, amen.”
