What You DO and SAY: 

 Pass out crown and crayons.  Give each child strip of sparkly 
circles and a strip of sparkly star stickers. 

o “Friends, today in our true bible story, we heard about a young boy who 
was a king! His name was Josiah, and he was in charge of a lot of 
people.  Let’s make a crown like the king in our story!  You can 
decorate it by coloring with crayons and with these sparkly stickers.” 
 

 Give each child a “Go God’s Way” Crown Label.  Then, help 
each child measure their heads and tape them to the correct 
size.  

o “This label says ‘Go God’s Way’.  King Josiah told ALL the people that 
they could go God’s way, too! 

o Now let’s turn them into crowns!  I will help you measure your head and 
tape them into place. 
 

 Finish up the activity and Bring it Back to Jesus. 
o “King Josiah wanted to lead his people well and do what was right. His 

workers found a special book that said God’s way is perfect!  It said 
that God loves us and knows what’s best for us. King Josiah went 
God’s way, and he told all the people that God’s way is perfect. God 
loves you and knows what’s best for you.

What You DO and SAY: 

 Pass out cups filled with jumpers, cup label, smiley face 
sticker. 

o “All month long, we’ve heard stories of how God’s way is perfect. Add 
this sticker to your cup. (Pause.) It says, ‘I can jump, jump, and go 
God’s way!’  

o And what do you have in your cup?  Let’s look at these animals.  I see 
3 animals I recognize.  Can you tell me what they are when I hold them 
up?  (Kangaroo/Frog/Rabbit) And what do they all do? (Pause.) They 
jump!  

o But look!  Who else do you have in there?  A person!  Let’s pretend that 
person is YOU!  Here is a smiley face sticker for you to make your 
smiling face.   

o Let’s color all of these little jumpers! 
 

 Finish up the activity and Bring it Back to Jesus. 
o “Let’s take each of our friends and help them jump, jump and go God’s 

way!  Jump jump kangaroo!  Jump, jump frog!  Jump, jump rabbit!  And 
most important of all let’s grab our person and say “I can jump, jump 
and go God’s way!”  try it!  Nice job, friends!
