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What You DO and SAY: 
 

 Have children take a seat at the table.  Lay all the art supplies 
out on the table and pass out the shoe pages. 
o “Do you have a favorite pair of shoes?  What do your favorite shoes 

look like?  Do they help you run fast or do a dance?  That’s really cool.  
There are all kinds of different shoes we can wear! 

o Look at these cool shoes on your paper.  Use the markers, stickers, 
stamps, and crayons to decorate them however you want!” 
 

 Have each child their shoe to the class and discuss the Bible 
story.
