SUPPLIES: Blue wall tape, Set of 5 cardstock story pages: Jesus, angry men,
tomb, 3, Jesus is Alive

What You DO and SAY:

— Have children gather at the tables or in a circle on the floor.
Lay the pictures out in front of them in a mixed-up order.

o “Today we heard an amazing TRUE story about how Jesus went away
and CAME BACK! [ have pictures from our Bible story. (Point.) Let’s
work together and see if we can put them in the correct order of the
story.”

— Ask the children to work together to place pictures in order
according of the story. Hang the pictures on the wall in the
correct sequence: Jesus, angry men, closed tomb, number
three, and Jesus outside the tomb. Hang the pictures on a wall
in the correct order.

o “Which one do you think is first? (Pause.) The picture of Jesus is first!

o How many days was Jesus in the tomb? (Pause.) YES! (Hang up the
picture of the number three.)

o The last picture is of Jesus standing outside the tomb. Jesus CAME
BACK!” (Hang the picture on the wall.)

= Finish up the activity and Bring it Back to Jesus.
o “Great job, friends! Our true Bible story tells us that Jesus came back
and wants to be our friend FOREVER.
