 Lay out all the decorating supplies.

 Have children close the box lid and decorate the top part of the box.  Give 
each child one label for the top of the closed box. 

o “Let’s close our donut box and decorate the top now.   
o I have a special donut box label for you that says – God is good.  Who is
