Due to summer scheduling, these activities can be done in small groups or in one large group.

1. Bible Story Review

What You Need: Bible, butcher paper (large piece of paper for every small group), markers

What You Do:

If doing this as a large group activity, divide the kids into small groups.
Set the butcher paper and markers out and have the kids sit around it.
Ask them to think about an important fact or point from the story today that they
remember.
Have the kids draw something from the story that they remember.
If they can’t remember, they can take a Bible and look up Acts chapter 12:1-19.
They will each show the group what they drew and describe how it relates to the story.
Ask the group these questions to review the story:
o What was the name of the King of Judea? (King Herod)
o When King Herod saw how happy arresting Jesus followers made the religious
leaders, who did he send soldiers to arrest next? (Peter)
o While Peter was in prison, what did the believers do? (They prayed.)
o While Peter was sleeping, who appeared and woke him up? (an angel)
o What did the angel tell Peter to do? (to get up quickly and follow him out of the
prison)
o Where did Peter go? (to Mary’s home)
o Who answered the door when Peter knocked? (a servant named Rhoda)
o What did Rhoda do? (She left Peter at the door with the door closed and ran to
tell the others that he was there.)
o Did the believers who were praying for Peter believe Rhoda? (No, they didn’t
believe her.)
o What did Peter do? (He kept knocking.
o When the believers at Mary’s home saw Peter, what did they think? (They were
amazed.)
o Did King Herod arrest Peter, again? (No, the soldiers couldn’t find him.)

2. Hang Man Review
What You Need: White board and markers (one set per group)

What You Do:

Play a game of hangman.

Let one kid think of a word relating to the Bible story (or any story from this past month),
bottom line, or this month’s memory verse.

Give them the white board and have them create a hangman game on the board with
that word.

Let kids guess letters until the word is figured out.

Kids can take turns being the one to think of the word.



3. Discussion Questions

If someone asked you what it means to have faith in God, what would you say?

What are some of the biggest challenges you face when you’re in a hard situation?
What are some ways God might use a sticky or difficult situation in your life?

How does knowing God is at work in you help you face a problem or tough time?
Sometimes we think that if God loved us, He would make all of our sticky situations go
away. Why do you think God lets us go through tough stuff?

4. Pray

o “Dear God, thank You for reminding us that everyone can feel stuck sometimes. We can
feel unsure about where to go or what to do, especially when we're in a tough situation.
Thank You for already knowing about each of these situations. Help us trust that You are
with us this week and will help us, always. We love You, and we pray these things in
Jesus’ name. Amen.”
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
