 Pass out Jesus print-out and crayons. 

o “Today we are going to make a special gift.  Let’s get started by coloring that 
special gift – Jesus!  Jesus is the best gift of all!  Jesus is a gift for everyone! 

 

 Help children fold Jesus on the lines.  Direct them to place a 
piece of double-sided tape on the top “X” section and stick it to 
the underside of the lid.  Tape the bottom “O” section to the 
inside bottom of the box. 
o “Now it’s time to attach your picture.  I will help you tape the top part to the 

top of the box and the bottom part to the bottom of the box.  Great! 
 

 Close the box and add a tiny bow to the top. 
o “Now let’s close the gift and put a bow on top.  Now watch what happens 

when we open it!  It’s Jesus!  He is our most special gift!” 
 

 Complete activity and then Bring it Back to Jesus 
o “In our story today, we learned that Jesus is a figt for everyone because 

Jesus wants to be everyone’s friend forever.  Jesus is the best friend 
because Jesus loves us, no matter what.  That’s a really special gift!  Jesus 
wants to be your friend forever!
