Monthly Bible Verse: Teach this for the first time! 
“Think and act as Jesus did.” Philippians 2:5 

 

Bible Story Intro: 

Friends, if we do what our memory verse says and we think and act as Jesus did, 
we’re going to see all sorts of ways that we can love others. In the Bible, we learn 
that Jesus had friends who went all over with him and learned from him. We call 
them the disciples. Can you say disciples? (Pause.) Today in our true Bible story, 
we’re going to learn about something that Jesus taught his disciples to do, and 
when we do it, we can love others just like Jesus! Let’s watch to find out what we 
should do.

Bible Story Recap  

What did Jesus teach his disciples to do when they saw someone who needed love? 
(Pause.) That’s right! Stop! When the soldier asked Jesus to help someone who was 
sick, what did Jesus do? (Pause.) Stop! And help him! What about when the children 
wanted to see Jesus? (Pause.) Stop! And Jesus spent time with them. What did Jesus 
do when the woman who needed help touched him? (Pause.) Stop! He stopped and 
helped her because he loved her. Jesus loved everyone, and we can love everyone 
too! When we see someone who needs help, we can Stop! just like Jesus did and love 
them. 
 

Friends, let me ask you that important question one more time – Who shows you 
how to love others?  Jesus shows me how to love others!  Let’s say it again!  Who 
shows you how to love others? Jesus shows me how to love others!

“Dear God,  
Thank you for sending Jesus to show us how to love others. Help us remember to
