Bible Story Intro:

Think in your head, who would you invite to 
our picnic? Maybe a friend or someone in your family. (Pause.) Does 
everyone have their answer in their brain? (Pause.) When I count to 3, I want 
you to use your talking voice to tell me your answer. Ready? 1, 2, 3… 
(Pause.) Oh! I heard (List some of the people that kids mention.) It’s so great 
to have people that we love with us. Today in our true Bible Story, we’re 
going to hear about a woman named Naomi who was all alone, but God gave 
her family! Let’s watch to find out more.

Bible Story Recap  
God helped Naomi by giving her family. First, he gave her Ruth, who stayed with 
her and helped her. And then, God gave them Boaz who took care of both of 
them! God gave Naomi a family to take care of her and love her. Our families are 
all different, but God gives us people to be with us and take care of us – to be 
our family. Everyone say “Thank You, God!” (Pause.) Great job! We can thank 
God for our families because we can thank God for everything!
