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What You DO and SAY: 
Þ Give each child a coin envelope and a fish sticker. Model for the 

children how to put the fish sticker on the envelope and encourage 
them to color the fish. 
o “Hello, everyone! Come over and sit at the table, and let’s create some 

story art! We are going to make a fish that we can put a coin inside. 
Everyone has a small envelope and a sticker of a fish. Do you see the 
side where the envelope opens? Let’s put the fish on the envelope with his 
mouth facing the opening like this. (Demonstrate.) Great job! Now you can 
color your fish.” 

 
Þ Give each child a coin to put in the fish’s mouth. Review the Bible 

Story. 
o “Now, what was in the fish’s mouth? (Pause.) That’s right! A coin! I have a 

silver coin for each of you to put in the mouth of the fish.  
o “Today we heard a story about a man named Peter. Peter loved Jesus 

and followed Him everywhere. Every year, people had to pay money to tax 
collectors for the temple tax. Jesus told Peter to go to the lake to catch a 
fish, and that fish would have a large silver coin in it’s mouth. And it 
happened just like Jesus said! Jesus told Peter to use the coin to pay the 
taxes for both of them.” 
 

Þ Bring it back to the Bottom Line 
o “Jesus is amazing and He can do things that other people can’t do! 

Everything happened just like Jesus said it would. Jesus is God’s Son, 
and Jesus is amazing! 

o “Who is amazing?

Þ Gather the children around the tissue box filled with items. 

o “I have a fun activity for us to do today. Come on over and let’s play! See 
this tissue box? Doesn’t it look like it has fish scales? Let’s pretend this box 
is a fish and we can reach inside and see if we find a coin!” 
 

Þ Give each child a turn to reach into the box and pull out an item until the 
coin is found. Celebrate when the coin is found and then put the items 
back in to start again until every child has a turn. 
o “When I call your name, come over to the box. Without looking, reach into 

the box, feel around, and pull something out. [Child’s name], you pulled out 
a [item]. Is that a coin? (If it is a coin, cheer and start over. If it is not a coin, 
continue to the next child.) [Child’s name], come to the box and reach in. 
(Continue with each child or until someone finds the coin.) Wow, you found 
the coin! Great job!”
