Bible Story Recap
Jesus loved his friends so much and he wanted to spend time with them. What did
Jesus do with his friends? (Pause.) He had breakfast with them! Do you like to
spend time with your friends? | know | do! Jesus is our friend and he wants to
spend time with us because he loves us. What do we call it when we talk to Jesus?
(Pause and fold your hands if they need prompting.) That’s right, praying! And what
is the book called where we read stories about Jesus? (Pause.) The Bible, that’s
right! Jesus loves us and wants to spend time with us, because Jesus wants to be
your friend forever!

Friends, let me ask you that important question one more time — Who wants to be
your friend forever? Jesus wants to be my friend forever! Let’s say it again!
Who wants to be your friend forever? Jesus wants to be my friend forever!
