SUPPLIES: Door hangers, verse stickers, gem stickers

What You DO and SAY:

= Give each child a door hanger and a verse sticker.

o ‘“Friends, come sit at the table and let’s say our Memory Verse together as
we do the motions. Everybody ready? ‘Your kingdom come (point up),
your will be done (hold hands out, palms up), on earth (point down) as it
is in heaven’ (point up). Matthew 6:10 (open hands like a book). Super
Job, friends!”

= Encourage the children to put their verse sticker on the door hanger
and use crayons and gem stickers to decorate.

o ‘I have something for you to make that will help you remember that you
can be a part of God’s kingdom coming to earth as it is in heaven. (Hold
up a memory verse sticker.) It has the words to our Memory Verse on it.
Let’s stick this sticker on our door hanger and then we can color it and
decorate it. (Pause.) Wow! You did a great job with these. So when you
get home you can hang it on a door knob and when you go in or out of the
room, you can remember that God wants you to be a part of God’s
Kingdom. Let’s say our Memory Verse one more time and do the motions.
Ready? ‘Your kingdom come (point up), your will be done (hold hands
out, palms up), on earth (point down) as it is in heaven’ (point up).
Matthew 6:10 (open hands like a book). Good job, everyone!”

= Review the Bible Story and bring it back to the Bottom Line

o “Jesus told a story about a son who ran away from home and had a really,
really hard time, so he decided to go back home, even though he thought
his father would be mad. But his father loved him so much and was so
happy to have him home that he threw a party to celebrate! Just like the
father in the story, God loves us so much that he wants to be with us and
he wants us to be a part of his Kingdom.

o “Who can be part of God’s Kingdom?

o “l can be part of God’s Kingdom!”

SUPPLIES: Preschool instruments, (optional: EC CD & CD Player)

What You DO and SAY:

— Gather the children.

o “When the son came home, the whole house celebrated! Let’s have our own
celebration parade right now!”

= Encourage the children to choose an instrument and have a praise parade
to celebrate that the Lost Son is home.
o “Pick an instrument! We are going to march and make a happy noise
because the son is home! Follow me! (Lead a parade around the room.)
March your feet! Shake your shakers! Let’s cheer! Hooray! The son is home!

God is SO happy when we come to Him! Hooray!” (Repeat as time and
interest allow.)

= Bring it back to the Bottom Line.

o “What a happy parade! The father was so happy that his younger son was
home that he threw a big party to celebrate! God celebrates like that over

every single person who becomes part of His kingdom. God loves us so
much and wants us all to be with Him forever.

o “Who can be part of God’s Kingdom?
o “l can be part of God’s Kingdom!”

SUPPLIES: Toy Coins

What You DO and SAY:

= Gather children in the center of the room.
o “Jesus told stories about finding a lost coin, a lost son, and a hidden
treasure because God’s Kingdom is like a special treasure we can find.
But Jesus wanted to make God'’s Kingdom easy to find, so he told all
sorts of stories so we could learn about God’s Kingdom. I’'m going to
hide some treasure — these coins — around the room, and you are all
going to go looking for it!”

— Scatter the coins around the room.
o “Let’s see if we can find all the coins! Bring them back to me!”

— Have children collect all the coins.
o “Great work, everybody! You found all the coins.
o Who can be part of God’s Kingdom?
o I can be part of God’s Kingdom!”

— Let the children play as long as they are interested.

= Bring it Back to the Bottom Line.
o “Jesus wants all of us to be a part of God’s Kingdom, so he told us all
about it so that we could know all about it!
o Who can be part of God’s Kingdom?
o I can be part of God’s Kingdom!”

SUPPLIES: Plastic crown

What You DO and SAY:

— Have children sit in a circle in the middle of the room and

review the memory verse.

o “Friends, come over and sit with me in a circle on the floor. Let’s say
our verse as we do the motions. Ready? ‘Your kingdom come (point
up), your will be done (hold hands out, palms up), on earth (point
down) as it is in heaven’ (point up). Matthew 6:10 (open hands like a
book). Great job!

= Play music and pass the crown around. Pause music. Have

the child holding the crown say the memory verse.

o “Alright, friends. I've got a fun game for us to play to help us remember
our Memory Verse! When the music plays, we’ll pass the crown
around the circle. But when the music stops, if you are holding the
crown, you get to stand up and lead us in saying the verse. Here we
go! (Start music and let it play for a bit.) Keep passing the crown!
(Pause the music.) Who'’s holding the crown? (Look around.) [Child’s
name] is holding the crown! Stand up [child’s name] and lead us in
saying our verse. (With children.) ‘Your kingdom come (point up),
your will be done (hold hands out, palms up), on earth (point down)
as itis in heaven’ (point up). Matthew 6:10 (open hands like a book).
Fantastic! Sit down and get ready to pass the crown when the music
starts. (Continue until each child.) Pass the crown to me, please.”

- Complete the activity and Bring it Back to the Bottom Line.
o “Nice work, my friends!
o Who can be part of God’s Kingdom?
o I can be part of God’s Kingdom!”
