Bible Story Recap  
The son in Jesus’ story made some bad choices and he really hurt his father’s heart 
when he left, but what did his father do when he came back? (Pause.) He was so 
happy his son was back that he threw a party to celebrate! The father’s love was 
bigger than the son’s mistakes, and he was just so happy to have his son back. 
God is like the father – no matter what we do, even if we make bad choices that 
hurt Him – God’s love is always bigger than our mistakes and God always wants us 
to come to Him. No matter what we do, we can all be part of God’s kingdom.
