Bible Story Intro:  
Friends, all summer long we are learning about God’s kingdom and how we can be 
a part of it. But God’s kingdom isn’t a place we go, it’s more like a family we can 
be part of. And Jesus wants us to know all about God’s kingdom, so he told stories 
called parables to teach us what God’s kingdom is like. Today we’re going to hear 
a story Jesus told that teaches us about something really important in God’s 
kingdom – forgiveness. Let’s watch to see what Jesus teaches us about 
forgiveness.

Bible Story Recap  
Peter asked Jesus about forgiveness because he wanted to know how many times 
he needed to forgive someone before he could be done forgiving them, and did 
Jesus say “Oh, just a couple times, then you can be done”? (Pause.) No! Jesus told 
a story about a man who owed the king LOTS of money, but the king was kind and 
forgave him. But when someone else owed that man a little money, was he kind 
and forgiving like the king? (Pause.) No, he wasn’t. God is so kind and loves us and 
forgives us no matter what we do, and since God forgives us, we should forgive 
other people, too! Jesus wanted us to know that in God’s kingdom, we should 
always forgive others, just like God forgives us! 
 
Friends, let me ask you that important question one more time – Who teaches you 
about God’s Kingdom? Jesus teaches me about God’s Kingdom! Let’s say it 
again! Who teaches you about God’s Kingdom? Jesus teaches me about 
God’s Kingdom!
